to 10 days and then must be closed
•	 Closed by trace number
•	 Tips are allowed

�Pre-Authorizations
•	 �Pre-authorizations can be kept open for up to 

30 days and then must be closed
•	 Closed by using the Open Pre-Auth list
•	 Tips are not allowed

Batch Close
•	 Manual batch close
•	 �Automatically close the current open batch 

every three to five days if it is not closed  
manually by the merchant

Batch Close
•	 Manual batch close
•	 �Automatically saves the current batch on the 

terminal daily at a preset time

Transactions
•	 Force Post transactions can be disabled
•	 Call for authorization can be disabled
•	 Press the OK button twice for Refund

Transactions
•	 �Force post transactions can be disabled or 

protected with an ID and password
•	 Call for authorization is not available
•	 �All transactions must be selected from the 

Transaction Menu
