What does the fund invest in?

The fund seeks to achieve long-term capital appreciation by investing primarily in, or gaining exposure to, equity securities of issuers in the United States that are included in
the S&P Composite 1500 Index, while seeking to reduce volatility.

How has the fund performed?

IEH Fund expenses
You don't pay these expenses directly. They affect you because they reduce the fund's returns.
As of December 31, 2024, the fund's expenses were 0.91% of its average value. This equals $9.10 for every $1,000 invested.
