What does the fund invest in?

The fund seeks to generate interest and/or dividend income while also providing the opportunity for moderate long-term capital growth by investing the majority of its assets
in securities of other mutual funds, typically with a greater emphasis on mutual funds with income-generating potential. The fund's neutral asset mix will generally provide
exposure to 55% fixed income and 45% equities. The asset allocation will generally be maintained within ranges of 45% to 65% for fixed income and 35% to 55% for
equities. In addition, the fund may have exposure to foreign securities to an extent that will vary from time to time and may be up to 100% of the total value of the assets of
the fund.
